Learning about the effectiveness of
national missionaries is one of the rea-
sons | sensed the Lord calling me to join
staff here at GFA. One of these mission-
aries, Simon, worked in a region of India
that has been called the “Graveyard of
Missions” - there is only one Christian for
several hundred people, most of whom
have never heard the name of Jesus even
once. But by the grace of God, this broth-
er planted 5 churches here! The secret
to his fruitfulness is that he prayed as
much as he worked. Every morning Si-
mon would get up at 4 o’clock and spend
several hours in prayer, lifting up the vil-
lages and people God put on his heart.
Then he would head out to share the
Gospel, pass out tracts, pray for people

and their
needs, and
show a film
on the life of
Christ. Even
though he
often got to
bed very
late, early
the next
morning he
would be up
again in pray-
er to the
Lord of the
harvest on
behalf of
those who
don’t know
Him.
